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INTRODUCTION i E

The current Checklist covers 11 animal
taxonomic groups and lists wild species
recorded from the Kadoorie Farm & Botanic
Garden (KFBG) private Nature Reserve at
Tai Po in the Hong Kong SAR, China. This is
a revision of the Checklist of Selected
Fauna at Kadoorie Farm & Botanic Garden
- 2020, with species additions as well as
updates of their distribution and encounter
rate within KFBG. The checklist of
dragonflies is a new addition. We retain the
2020 edition of the long appendix* which
lists the 1,180 moth species recorded at
KFBG as it requires a thorough taxonomic
review, we will endeavor to incorporate
these changes in future Checklist updates.

At the time of this revision, fauna species
recorded at KFBG included 34 Mammals,
209 Birds, 48 Reptiles, 19 Amphibians, 5
Fishes, 5 Crustaceans, 19 Dragonflies,
196 Butterflies, 162 Rove Beetles, 77
Ants and 36 Spiders. Except for some
records of butterflies and rove beetles from
the adjacent Kadoorie Centre, all species
have been recorded from long-term and
short-term tenancy lands registered and
delineated with KFBG and managed under
the conditions set out in the KFBG
Ordinance (1995). Records came from
KFBG staff, relevant experts or naturalists,
some noteworthy bird records were
extracted from reliable sources like eBird
(https://ebird.org). Many species, such as
migratory birds and butterflies are highly
mobile, and systematic surveys of
dragonflies and spiders have not yet been
conducted at KFBG; we encourage
naturalists, researchers and experts to help
us improve our fauna checklist by
contributing further species and new

distribution records that they discover in
KFBG.

This Checklist gives the status of all species
within KFBG except dragonflies, ants and
spiders; their KFBG status is an indication of
the encounter rates during field observations,
including camera trap records, and is not a
reflection of the species’ absolute
abundance.

The present publication is intended to be a
resource for the public and researchers.
Names and taxonomy are frequently being
revised for many faunal groups, and
scientists have different views on the
‘correct’ names of certain species; we
strive to be in line with the most
authoritative classification system for each
taxon group, and this new edition contains
taxonomic updates and corrections based
on the latest research. The sources of
classification systems can be found on the
relevant checklists. The Fauna Checklist
will be revised and published as frequently
as possible with new records and
taxonomic updates.

Kadoorie Farm and Botanic Garden
(KFBG) spreads over 148 hectares of
land on the northern slopes of Tai Mo
Shan, Hong Kong's highest mountain,
near the town of Tai Po.

KFBG has a deep-set valley between
two ridges, with a stream running
steeply down through the forest. On
the slopes there are forest, theme
gardens, vegetable terraces, 8km of
walking trails, 2km of roads, and
conservation and educational
facilities.

The Farm was established in 1956 to
provide agricultural aid to farmers in
need of support to help them lead
independent lives; and to provide
leisure and educational experience for
the public. The theme gardens were
designed and planted from the 1960's
onwards, and through planting, natural
process and protection from fire, what
was once barren scrubland is now
mature forest.
