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The lush mix of native and ormamental plants along
the lower stream attract many birds, common
residents and migrants included. They are quite
used to visitors and often allow prolonged viewing/-
photographic opportunities. You may even see
rarities like Thick-billed Green Pigeon, Black-naped
Oriole and Ashy Minivet!

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The Kwun Yum Shan peak is a good spot to test
your identification skills on flying birds, as the clear
view afford good chance to observe passing
raptors, swifts and even needletails. In season, the
flowering Taiwan Cherry and Flowering Apricot are
popular with bird photographers, and there is
always a chance to find rare species such as Bram-
bling and Bay Woodpecker.

Wintering
species like thrushes, flycatchers and warblers are
regular here, and lucky observers may even make
themselves famous discovering a new Hong Kong
record, as mega-rarities like Fire-capped Tit and
Black-chinned Yuhina were found here!
