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Kadoorie Brothers Memorial Pavilion
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Located on a peak of 560 meters above sea level,
its prominent topography provides a gathering point
for butterflies with hill-topping behavior. You will see
them chasing each other in clear weather.

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Walter Kerr Garden
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The stream running through the Walter Kerr Garden
is a flight pathway for many butterflies. They are
often seen puddling along the stream bank during
hot summer days.

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Butterfly Garden
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The Garden was the first outdoor butterfly garden in
Hong Kong open to public when established in
1985. A selection of plants was planted in the
Garden as nectar source for adult butterflies and
host plants for larvae.

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Tips for Butterfly Watching
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Hong Kong sits in the subtropical region with
butterflies flying all yvear round. The best time for
butterfly watching is from April to June and from
October to November.

Butterflies are active throughout the daytime in
warmer months but usually avoid the hottest
afternoon hours in summer, while in cooler months,
they often wait until the temperature rises a bit before
becoming active. There are also some species that
prefer flying at dawn and dusk.
